CHILDREN AT ST. MARGARET'S
Nursery care is provided on Sunday mornings by loving professionals for ages 0-3 from 8:45 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. The
Nursery is located on the lower floor of the Annex, the building attached to the Sanctuary.

During the 9:00 a.m. service when the Hymn before the Sermon begins, children ages three and a half through fifth
grade are welcome fo follow the wooden cross out to aftend Children’s Chapel with an age-appropriate lesson and
music.
